NAIDOC Week Activities included a visit by a Primary School where the girls 
provided native face painting and other cultural awareness sesmmsions 

Semester 1 has seen a successful start to the 2009 academic year. Enrolments 
have grown since the start of the school year from 33 to the current 49 enrolments. 
Enrolment of girls into the Academy is subject to successful enrolment at Clontarf 
College. 

The following is an outline of the key Academy activities this semester. 

Academic 

This term, the Academy has been very diligent with the use of the Academy journals 
to enable the students to take control of their performance in the classroom. It has 
taken quite some time for the students to get used to the idea of having a diary, but 
the career development section of the journal has been put to very good use. 

We have noticed over the years that it is not necessarily the studentôs academic 
ability that sees them fall short in their assessments, but a simple lack of planning 
and time management. The journal seems to be a good tool to help the students 
take some initiative when it comes to understanding which tasks need to be 
completed and in what time frame. 

To complement the use of the journals, with every reward offered by the Academy, 
students must complete a feedback form to ensure they are up to date with all tasks. 
If a student is not up to date, she is usually required to negotiate with the teacher or 
have assessments completed beforehand.
